ITINERARY

DAY 1 Trans-Atlantic Flight
Overnight flights from North America to Tel Aviv,
Israel. Meals will be served in flight.

DAY 2 Arrival in Tel Aviv/Netanya

You will arrive at Ben Gurion International
Airport in Tel Aviv. Time permitting, we'll see
some sites such as Jaffa. Then we’ll head to your
hotel in Netanya, where you will enjoy dinner and
a good night's sleep.
